Bob 

Massey 
 

We, at KSQM, would like to introduce you to a highly-esteemed 

broadcaster, Robert A. Massey, (we call him ñBobò).  Youôve no doubt 

heard Bob on our morning broadcasts from 9:00 until noon, seven days a 

week. 

Yes, thatôs right.  Bob comes in every single day and provides three 

hours of the most enjoyable music ever played.  How did we have the 

good fortune to have Bob come into our stable of volunteers?  Well, letôs 

start at the very beginning:  Bob was born March 9,1925 in the small 

town of Rutherford (pop 1200), Tennessee.  His grandfather was the 

town doctor, and his father the school principal.  He was raised in 

Nashville, and graduated high school in June of 1943, right in the middle 

of World War II.  In August of ó43, Bob joined the Army and was 

shipped out to Europe in time to join in with General Pattonôs Third 

Army.  Bob was with the 76th Infantry Division, also known as the 

Onaway Division.  That combat infantry division took part in the 

Rhineland, Ardennes-Alsace, and Central European campaigns.  It was 

during this experience, in the European Theatre of Operations, that Bob 

first appeared in front of a microphone for the Armed Forces Radio 

Network and helped maintain their music library. 

Returning to the U.S. after the war, Bob settled in Florida and began 

his stateside radio career in Florida at WJNO in West Palm Beach, 

moving on to WWPG in Palm Beach, where he met and married his first 

wife, Ann, and had two daughters, Linda and Laura.  He also spent time
