     A little over a year ago, in December of 

2008, Sequim resident and KSQM founder 

Rick Perry switched on a microphone and 

uttered the now-familiar phrase, ñYouôre 

tuned to 91.5 KSQM, Sequim.ò That 

announcement fulfilled a lifelong dream for 

Rick Perry, and proclaimed to the people of 

Sequim that after all these years they finally 

had their own radio station. 

Like most stations, KSQM plays music 24 hours a day, seven days a 

week, but thatôs where the similarity ends.  KSQM is a non-profit, 

Community Radio Station staffed solely by volunteers, over 50 of your 

neighbors, most of whom simply walked through the front door or 

picked up the telephone and asked how they could help.  Another 

difference is that KSQM plays no commercials (just the occasional 

underwriting message, similar to what you hear on Public Television).  It 

operates primarily on the charitable donations of its listeners, and in a 

financial climate where stations nationwide are dropping like flies, 

KSQMôs supporters have accomplished the nearly unheard-of task of 

putting the stationôs books in the black during its first year. 

KSQM is also way ahead of the curve in terms of programming.  Itôs 

considered a good idea for a startup Community Radio Station to spend
